LOCAL TEACHER SWAPS CHALKBOARD FOR OVEN CLEANING

Mr Bowes is confident Ovenu will take off because statistics show that cleaning the oven is the most hated domestic chore.

‘There are many reasons to have your oven cleaned,’ he says. ‘You could be moving home, having a New Years Clean–up, or for safety reasons wish to remove the carbon build up from behind the panels. 

Mr Bowes says his business venture had to be exceptional to take on a dramatic career change and is looking for anyone interested in starting up their own Ovenu business in Queensland.
